O
n a damp afternoon in December, 
1995, thirty PUEBLO members and 
supporters kicked off a campaign 

against glass manufacturer Owens Brockway 
with a lively demonstration outside the 
plant's Fruitvale facility. PUEBLO called on 
the company to stop pumping dangerous lev­
els of lead from its smokestacks into the back­
yards of 40,000 Fruitvale and Alameda resi­
dents. Lead poisoning can pose severe health 
risks to children and adults. 

expand lead education to families in the 
Fruitvale. The Owens Brockway agreement 
marks the second time in four years that 
PUEBLO has forced an East Oakland company 
to stop dumping lead into our communities. 

PUEBLO's Environmental Justice commit­
tee will continue to fight for safe, healthy 
neighborhoods free from toxins and other 
hazards. 

PUEBLO filed a lawsuit against the compa­
ny and pressured key public officials such as 
Council member Ignacio DeLaFuente to help 
bring Owens Brockway to the bargaining 
table. 

In February, 1997, PUEBLO celebrated the 
signing of a tentative "Good Neighbor" agree­
ment with Owens Brockway. The agreement 
calls for a virtual elimination of lead emis­
sions and subjects the company to regular 
monitori�g and inspection by PUEBLO. In 
addition, the company will provide funds to

Con una demostrad6n muy viva afuera del edifido 
en Fruitvale, PUEBLO llam6 a la companfa para que 
pararan de tirar niveles peligrosos de plomo de sus 
smokestacks en los patios posteriores de 40.000 resi­
dentes del area de Fruitvale y Alameda. El envene­
namiento de plomo puede posar riesgos severos de 
salud a nifios y adultos. 

PUEBLO archiv6 una demanda contra la compania 
y preslon6 claves funcionarlos publicos tal como el 
mlembro del Consejo Ignacio DeLaFuente a que ayu­
dara a traer a Owens Brockway a la mesa de nego­
ciad6n. 

En Febrero 1997, PUEBLO celebr6 la flrma de un 
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acuerdo tentatlvo de "Vecino Bueno" con Owens 
Brockway. El acuerdo requiere una eliminaci6n de 
emisiones de plomo y somete a la compania a la 
lnspeccl6n y verificaci6n regular por PUEBLO. 
Ademas, la compat\ia proveerA fondos para expandir 
educaci6n de plomo a famllias en area de Fruitvale. 
El acuerdo de Owens Brockway a marcado la segunda 
vez en cuatro at1os que PUEBLO ha forzado una com­
pat1fa del Este de Oakland a que pararan el descarte 
de plomo en nuestras comunidades. 

El comlt� de Justicia del medio Ambiente de 
PUEBLO continuara peleando por unos vedndarios 
saludables, seguros, y libre toxlcos.
